Below you will find the different targets, the way they are scored and the markings each person will shoot from.   

 

 

 

 

This is a FIELD TARGET.  Each Archer will shoot 4 

arrows at all 14 of the field targets.  ADULTS (over 18) and 

YOUNG ADULTS (15 through 17) will shoot from the 

WHITE Markers.  Youth (12 through 14) shoot the adult 

steaks up to 50 yards.  Any adult yardage over 50 yards will 

have a BLUE Marker which indicates the YOUTH shooting 

position. CUB (under 12) will shoot from BLACK Markers. 

 

 

Next we have a HUNTER TARGET.  Again we have a 

known yardage and each archer will shoo 4 arrows at 

each of the 14 hunter targets.  ADULTS (over 18) and 

YOUNG ADULTS (15 through 17) will shoot from the 

RED markers.  YOUTH (12 through 14) shoot the adult 

markers up to 50 yards.  Any yardage over 50yards will 

have a BLUE Marker which indicates the youth shooting 

position.  CUBS (under 12) shoot (4) arrows from the 

BLACK Markers.  A HUNTER TARGET looks like this 

 

 

 
 

 

 

Finally, we have the ANIMAL ROUND.  This too has 14 

targets but the shooting is different. If 1
st
 arrow does not 

score, you will shoot a second arrow.  If that arrow does 

not score, you will shoot a third arrow, for a maximum of 

3 tries. Then use the scoring chart above. Arrows must be 

numbered for this purpose.. (In the case of walk-up targets 

the first arrow must be shot from the farthest stake, the 

second arrow from the middle stake, and the third arrow 

from the nearest stake, in order to be scored.) 

 

Distance Markers are as follows:   

ADULTS (over 18) and YOUNG ADULTS (15 through 

17) shoot from the YELLOW Markers.   

YOUTH (12 through 14) shoot the adult stakes up to 50 

yards.  Any adult yardage over 50 yards will have a BLUE 

Marker which indicates the youth shooting position.  

CUBS (under 12) shoot (1-3) arrows from the BLACK

ñLady Bowhunter Extraordinaryò 
Midge Dandridge was born in Bisbee, Arizona July 6, 1938, and moved to California as a young child.  She first started hunting 

with a bow in Southern California in the hills around the Los Angeles area. She started out with a twenty-eight pound recurve 

bow, graduating to a thirty-five pound recurve, and eventually a forty-six pound compound bow. 

 

Hugh Rich, her friend and employer, encouraged her to pursue the art of bowhunting feeling she would set an example for many 

women to follow this challenging sport.  And set an example she did! Midge Dandridge has taken seventeen Big Game Animals 

in South Africa including: Impala, Blue Wildebeest, White Tail Wildebeest, Nayala, Sheep, Zebra, Blesbuck and a sixteen 

hundred pound Cape Eland, the largest species of antelope in the world. In 1974 Midge was the first woman to successfully hunt 

with a bow and arrow in Africa. Several of the eight different species of antelope taken are listed in the Roland Ward African 

Record Book. 

 

In North America Midge has taken with the bow: Mule Deer, two Black Bear (both are California Record Book Bear), Wild 

Boar (which is listed in the California Record Book), Angora Goat (Record Class), Spanish Goat, Moreno Sheep, Corsican 

Ram, Canadian Honker, and two Mountain Lion (one of which is listed in the Pope and Young Record Book and also in the 

Arizona Record Book where it was taken). 

 

The hunting experiences of Midge Dandridge have been featured in many magazines and newspapers throughout the world.  For 

twenty-five years she has written many articles promoting bowhunting which have been published in all the major archery 

magazines. She has performed with the bow in many sport shows and has been a guest speaker for organizations and 

conventions promoting the sport of bowhunting.

We bring this gentleman into the 
Iowa State Archery Association Hall 
of Fame.  He is currently holding 
the position of Iowa State Archery 
Association Secretary and has been 
since it was vacated in July 2008.  
He is an invaluable asset to the 
ISAA.  He is constantly trying to 
make sure everything is taken care 
of, such as new memberships, 
calling clubs to make sure they are 
aware of votes and meetings.  He is 
always on the phone or checking 
emails with the board members, 
president, or members in general.  
He constantly is in contact with the 
NFAA with questions or concerns 
that are brought to his attention.  He 

is always telling new archers and old alike about the four disciplines of archery.   
 
This person  has been shooting archery for six years now and is so strongly committed to this sport he 
has started the charter club named Lost Arrows Archery School.  This club is totally committed to starting 
out new archers with no commitment for them to ever buy any equipment.  When that starting archer 
decides he likes archery enough to buy his own equipment, the student knows exactly what he needs.  
He also offers archery instruction at higher levels for the more advanced archers that may have problems 
in their archery.  Most important he wants to make sure every archer is totally safe whether it is in a tree 
stand or on the course.  

 
His school instructs all forms of archery from the indoor portion, field course, target bales and the 3D 
courses.  His school even teaches hunters how to properly use and check their equipment.  He also holds 
the Basic Archery Instruction certification (level 1) for the National Archery in the School Program.  Also 
holds National Field Archery Association Level 3 certification.  He is currently working on being certified 
by the Boys Scouts of America to be a certified trainer for the Archery Merit Badge for both cub scouts 
and boy scouts. He is on the list from the NFAA for his Master Coaches certification in Yankton when they 
hold the class.  

 
Since Spenser started the Lost Arrows Archery School it has grown to 54 students in less than two years, 
with new students joining every day.  His club is unique in that is doesn’t host shoots; it promotes the 
students travel to all the shoots instead.  He has established a Shooter of the Year program that selects 
shoots dates from other clubs around the State of Iowa and the shooters travel there to compete.  Which 
helps promote other clubs and organizations within the local communities. 

 
Spenser teaches the National Archery in the Schools program at Earlham Community School.  He is 
instructing the Boy Scouts of America troops in the Des Moines area two nights a week with the goal of 
everyone being able to earn their merit badges.  Currently he is working with 18 boy scouts in one troop 
and 4 scouts from the Ankeny area. 

 
Spenser is not in archery to win awards, although, he says it would be nice.  He just enjoys watching the 
first shot of the new archers.  He volunteers lots of time any time of the day for anyone that wants to learn 
or just go practice.

I am Proud to bring before you The newest Member Of The Iowa State Archery Association  Hall Of 
Fame. 
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Form, Muscle Recruitment, and Other Silly Stuff 
By Jim Hunt of Waukon 
 

 
There has been thousands of articles written on back 
tension, along with a thousand more on correct form. 
These are written by talented people, but in watching 
archers shoot, I can see that the words are not being 
applied.  We read the words, seem to understand them, 
but struggle to put them into play. Let me try to put these 
into a building  stage, and keep in mind that it took you 
perhaps years to learn an incorrect way, so it will be a 
process to correct them. 
 
Muscle recruitment is a must for correct back tension. I 

see archers come over the top with their draw and anchor. This is not only wrong; you cannot 
recruit the correct muscle group to enable you to correctly execute a correctly shot arrow.  
Coming over the top recruits the muscle across the top of your shoulder blade, your bicep, and 
triceps. When these are contracted, you tend to come out side with your elbow, and basically 
causing you to pluck the string (yes you can pluck a release). If you study the Korean archers 
who are some of the strongest archers in the world, you will notice they all draw and anchor 
from a low position. The first thing you will notice when trying this out, you have trouble drawing 
your bow. This will add merit to a development error in your shooting, and is a great indicator 
you’re not drawing correctly. This often stems from too many pounds when starting out.  
 
So why draw low?  Well there are several reasons. First you are closer to your center of gravity, 
giving you more leverage. Second you will use a bigger muscle group, supported by other big 
muscles that are stronger. The most important reason is you automatically load the correct 
muscle group, and when executed correctly you will finish with your draw hand/thumb on top of 
your draw shoulder.  
How you make this work. You need to draw between your nipple line, and your collar bone 
notch, and then rotate your elbow back to get in alignment with your nock on your arrow. The 
best way to work these changes out would be on a blank bale, drawing low, and anchor under 
your chin, making sure you finish on top of your shoulder with your thumb touching your 
shoulder. Paying close attention to contracting the muscles parallel to the spine, in the lower 
half of your shoulder blade. 
 
Now for the form and a 100% repeatable shot:  By preloading the rhomboid muscle properly you 
can expand your chest/contract your back and finish consistently coming back across your 
shoulder. What you need to look for is a draw arm level with your arrow. Draw hand held flat so 
you shorten the length of your forearm muscles, and lessen muscle tension. From behind the 
elbow needs to come into alignment with the nock. Setting up outside and expanding results in 
a pluck, setting up inside results in a torque issue, but both of the miss alignments result in you 
fighting your pin swinging left/right. Likewise a high forearm results in you fighting an up/down 
bouncing pin.  
 
With some work, most archers agree that the low draw and anchor seem stronger, and the 
report seeing a slowing in their sight pin movement.  Look at the success of the Korean archers.

Back in Sept.at the ISAA annual board meeting, Ron Teufel, Ed Horn and myself were appointed to improve our Bowhunter 
Jamboree. We have given this much thought, have had several phone conversations and had a lengthy in person meeting to 
come up with a fun event we can all be proud of. 
GOALS:  Our goals were to create an event where every archer is important, and every archer has a chance to win, not just the 
top few archers. We wanted something that would be considered fun regardless of the type of archery each person enjoyed. We 
also wanted to create an event that had the possibilities of becoming an outdoor version of our Iowa Pro Am, which is a large 
event looked forward to by large numbers of archers.
